2. Beverage Cans 17.8%
3. Beverage Bottles (Glass) 10.8%
4. Caps, Lids 10.0%
5. Beverage Bottles (Plastic) 2 liters or less 7.0%
6. Bags 6.1%
7. Food Wrappers/Containers 5.8%
8. Straws, Stirrers 3.7%
9. Rope 2.2%
10. Clothing, Shoes 2.0%
Total 85.8%
