Data from the International Coastal Cleanup (ICC), which is globally coordinated by The Ocean
Conservancy (www.oceanconservancy.org), is recorded by category related to most dominant
source and documented activities that have been shown to generate these forms of litter. ICC
data collected in Belize from 1989 to 2005 shows the following source/activity percentages
related to total percentage of marine litter collected in the region:

88.2% Shoreline/Recreation Activities
6.3% Ocean/Waterway Activities
2.5% Smoking-Related Activities
1.5% Dumping Activities

1.5% Medical/Personal Hygiene
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Top Marine Litter Forms Collected in Belize (ICC 1989-2005):

“Top Ten” listing of the debris collected in Belize from 1989-2005 is a roadmap to what people are
doing to create the litter problem:

1. Caps, Lids 21.8%
2. Bags 15.0%
3. Cups, Plates, Forks, Knives, Spoons 12.3%
4. Beverage Bottles (Plastic) 2 liters or less 8.3%
5. Straws, Stirrers 7.3%
6. Food Wrappers/Containers 7.3%
7. Beverage Bottles (Glass) 4.3%
8.Clothing, Shoes 3.5%
9.Beverage Cans 2.7%
10. Cigarettes/Cigarette Filters 2.0%
Total 84.6%
