ICC
data collected in the country of Dominican Republic from 1989 to 2005 shows the following
source/activity percentages related to total percentage of marine litter collected in the region:

65.0 % Shoreline/Recreation Activities
23.4% Ocean/Waterway Activities
4.9% Dumping Activities

4.1% Medical/Personal Hygiene

2.7% Smoking-Related Activities

1. Cups, Plates, Forks, Knives, Spoons 18.6%
2. Bags 14.4%
3. Caps, Lids 6.4%
4. Food Wrappers/Containers 5.7%
5. Fishing Lures/Light Sticks 5.0%
6. Clothing, Shoes 4.9%
7. Beverage Bottles (Glass) 4.5%
8. Oil/Lube Bottles 3.9%
9. Building Materials 3.1%
10. Bleach/Cleaner Bottles 2.6%
Total 69.1%
