Data from the International Coastal Cleanup (ICC), which is globally coordinated by The Ocean
Conservancy (www.oceanconservancy.org), is recorded by category related to most dominant
source and documented activities that have been shown to generate these forms of litter. ICC
data collected in the country of Venezuela from 1989 to 2005 shows the following source/activity
percentages related to total percentage of marine litter collected in the region:

76.0% Shoreline/Recreation Activities
10.2% Ocean/Waterway Activities
6.2% Smoking-Related Activities
4.5% Dumping Activities

1. Bags 13.5%
2. Caps, Lids 12.4%
3. Food Wrappers/Containers 10.3%
4. Cups, Plates, Forks, Knives, Spoons 9.8%
5. Beverage Bottles (Plastic) 2 liters orless  7.2%
6. Beverage Bottles (Glass) 5.7%
7. Cigarettes/Cigarette Filters 51%
8. Straws, Stirrers 4.8%
9. Clothing, Shoes 3.2%
10. Building Materials 3.0%
